How to Use NoodleTools for Bibliographies

Part 1: Create an Account – (You will only need to do this the first time.)

1. Log on to www.noodletools.com
2. Click on “Current Users – Sign In.”  (This is located in the top right-hand corner.)
3. Click on “Create a Personal ID.”
4. Hit “continue” as it defaults to the correct subscription type.

5. Enter “bishopallen” for both the school/library username and the school/library password and hit “sign in”.  
6. Create a personal user id and a password and then hit “register.”

***Hint***  Use your Bishop Allen log on ID.
Part 2:  Using Noodletools 

1. Log on to www.noodletools.com
2. Click on “Current Users – Sign In.”  (This is located in the top right-hand corner.)
3. Enter your user name and password.

4. Click on “Sign In.”

Part 3:  Start a New List

Noodletools allows you to keep many bibliographies stored at the same time.  Simply start a new list for each assignment you are doing.

1. Click on “start new list.”

2. Know which type of bibliographic style your instructor is asking for and select the appropriate one.  (MLA starter is meant for elementary students.)
3. Provide a brief description.  Usually this should be the name of the assignment as well as the course name.
4. Begin adding citations by identifying the type of citation from the drop-down list at the top of the page.
Part 4:  Adding to Existing Lists

1. Log on following the steps outlined in Part 2

2. Select one of the existing lists from the descriptions.

3. Continue adding citations.

Part 5: Printing from Noodletools

Once you have completed inputting your citations, you should print directly from Noodletools. DO NOT cut and paste the information into your document.  The formatting will get lost and it will not alphabetize or title your information correctly.  
1. Click on the “print” key on the top left-hand corner of your list.  
2. Select “Preview,” to view your page.  This will have the proper formatting for a bibliography.
3. Go to “File” then “Print.”
Part 6:  Using Noodletools to Create an Annotated Bibliography

Noodlebib lets you enter an annotation for your citations on the page that asks for all of the bibliographic details.  This page has the title Adding: __________ at the top.  The annotation box can be found at the bottom of this page.
